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Support model—capable of reconciling the demands of field robustness with the opportunities
offered by technological innovation—has become imperative. Moreover, several avenues exist to
reinforce France's medical influence in multinational military operations, notably through excellence
in clinical care, medical education, scientific production, and strategic medical communication.
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
